Land Court Held 1786 and 1787 Richmond County, Georgia(An original county created in 1777 from the Parish of St. Paul organized in 1758 from the Creek cession of 1733.  Augusta is the county seat.  Richmond originally included part of four other counties: Columbia, Jefferson, McDuffie and Warren.)

Wilkes County, Georgia –created 1777 from Cherokee and Creek Indian land ceded in 1773. Washington is the county seat.  Wilkes was the parent county of Elbert, Lincoln, Oglethorpe, and parts of Warren, Green, and Taliaferro Counties.

Land Grants St. George’s Parish (1758-1777). This parish later became Burke County, GA in 1777

George Upton. Surveyed on Oct. 5, 1764. Plat Book M, page 65. Granted on June 5, 1765. Grant Book E, page 168. 200 acres bounded on the south by the Great Ogechee River and east by Robert Heaton.

Robert Heaton. Granted on Oct 2, 1764. Grant Book E, page 42. 300 acres located about three miles above the mouth of Buckhead Creek and about two miles below land settled by Jon Davies and bounded on all sides by vacant land.
